
Specifications:  This is an OPEN, juried show in color and 

black and white photography with no required theme. No 

entry fee is required. Limit of two pictures per category per 

artist. 

Size:  Size limitations are based on the outside perimeter of the 

frame ï no less than 8x10 and no larger than 24x30.  

No Exceptions. 

Frame:  Photographs must be MATTED & FRAMED with a 

sturdy frame of wood or metal under glass or Plexiglas. 

Frames must be suitably wired for hanging. Work that 

does not have a secure hanger will not be accepted. 

Front load frames will not be accepted.  Both 

registration forms should be attached to the back upper left 

corner of each entry, with the second form to be removed 

by the staff of HCCC when entered.

Danella Photographic is now located at 8636 

Seneca Turnpike in New Hartford, NY 

Eligibility:   This show is open to all photographers, 

professional and amateur, over 18 years of age, living 

within a 50-mile radius of the Herkimer-Utica area.  We 

will do our best to enter all work submitted.  It may not be 

possible depending on the number of entries.  A panel of 

local artists will review all submissions. 

Awards:  Ribbons will be awarded in the color and black and 

white categories to first, second and third place winners.  

Best of Show, Peopleôs Choice, and white Honorable 

Mention ribbons will be given to deserving artists as well. 

Voting for the Peopleôs Choice Award will take place at 

the reception only. Winners will be displayed on the Utica 

Camera Club web site.
